(i) Boats, jet skis, and boat trailers not housed in the garage are only permitted to be 
parked in the designated lot located at the Northeast corner of North Gloucester 
Circle during the months of May through September by Special Permit available 
through Council and can only occupy one, (1) parking space.   

2. GOLF CARTS.  

(a) Golf carts must be registered with council and when not in use, are only permitted 
to be parked in Owners driveway or garage   In accordance with Delaware State law, 
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(c) No items such as tires, tools, ladders, or other equipment shall be stored on any 
deck, patio or porch.  

(d) No person shall place a name on any exterior surface except on a mailbox 
furnished for each Unit by the Developer or the Board.  No person shall decorate or 
adorn any common element or area without prior written permission of the Board.  

(e) No refuse shall be carried through or over any common element or area except in
